Spelling/Phonics homework

English homework will focus on the practicing of weekly spellings that
link directly with the phonic or spelling rule recently taught in class to
reinforce and practise at home.

The number of spellings children are given each week will depend on
their year group and will be no more than 10 words.

Children will be encouraged to practise the spellings by ‘Look, cover,
write, check” method to give opportunities to practice handwriting and
letter joins at the same time.

In school, children will take part in retrieval games to practise spellings;
there will not be a formal spelling test.
